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Well, | finally did it! Installed some lights on my RCM
Funster (circa 1982) and flew it at night. | had some great fun. Some
folks asked where | obtained some of my lighting equipment. The wing
lights are pre-wired (with a universal connector) LED’s from XLights.

They have a web site http://www.maxxlights.com/ or can be
ordered through TOWER HOBBIES. For the main landing lights under
the fuselage, | used a cluster of LED's from All Electronics located in
Van Nuys off of Oxnard and Sepulveda. Their web site can also be
used for ordering, http://www.allelectronics.com/ . The landing lights
have the own power source (7.2 LiPo pack) and switch. The wing
lights also have their own power source (routed through the JR
Matchbox system with a 6 volt NiCd battery) with the matchbox
plugged into the receiver port. You have the option to use the onboard
receiver power source, but | chose not to do so.

An O.S. 70 Surpass powers the RCM Funster. It originally
had a Saito .56, which is still ok for night flying but the .70 packs more
punch. This version of the Funster has flaps, which were utilized
(about 20 percent) from take off to touch down. They helped the
aircraft get into the air quickly and helped in the landing approach by
keeping the nose in a flat attitude so the approach lights could be
seen.
