The cemter of the 1/8 ply rimg is cut away so as to allow the cowl to slip over
the engine. The cowl is held cm with bolts and blind-aute or sheet metal screws

through the 1/8 ply risg into the fire wall. Access to these bolts is from the
froat of the cowl with a loug screw driver.

Emough of this for now, get busy and build & scale model. Remember, if all else
fails, buy a kit.
