Anchoring & landing gear in & fosm wing has been & problem
in the peast., Foam seems to provide plenty of support for vertieal
shocks, hovever, there seems to be & weskness in the fore and aft direction.

The following system has vorked well for me in a variety of
models.

Mount the landing gear blocks so that the inboard ends extend
in the fuselsge area. Most models naturally come out this way so there
probably won't be a problem, Now, if the vertieel support leg of the
landing gear is not long encugh to extend above the top ekin of the wing,
bend a new gear and install as follows.

Figure 1 is a bottom view of the gear bloek. Drill a hole
vhere indicated. Figure 2 is a cross section taken through the landing
gear block, the foem and the top and bottom wing skin. You will notice
the reason vhy the gear support leg extends ebove the top skin., The
thicker the wing root, the more support you will have. Use five ply
plywood (1/8) for the top support and be sure to nest the plywood in the
top skin for added support. Use one-fourth ply for thin wings such as
found on Goodyears to make up for the thin section. If you have ever
tried to remove & wain gear for straightening on a conventional
instellation, you knov how difficult this can be. When the support leg
extends above the top skin, all it tekes is a tap to drive the gear ocut.

Toe foregoing method 18 simple and very strong -~ give it a try.
