The Formula 1 race last month turned out to be a great race
in spite of the fact the scheduled C,D, did not show up, VALLEY
FLYERS worked the race with the assistance of the NMPRA members
under the guidance of Larry Laulom (one of the few Valley Flyer/
NMPRA members) .
