Turn left on Route 606 (Barop'Cam-
eron Road) and go to the first light,
which is Wiehle Avenue. ;I'urn left
on Wiehle, and left again on Sunset
Hills Road. The Center is on the right,
no more than half a mile from the cor-
ner of Wiehle and Sunset Hills.
