SEPULVEDA BASIN FLYING RULES

1. NO HELICOPTER FLYING out of the pit area or on taxi ways.
REASON! It is;i serious safety hazard to pilots in the pit

area. They should be flown at the north or south end of the

grass‘y area.

2. Take offs and landings will be from the Nérth end of the

runway unless the arrow points to the‘gorth.

3. TRANSMITTER FREQUENCY FLAGS are required on all transmitters.
REASON' IT is for the protection of each and every pilot’s
aircraft. If a pilot forgets to put A flag in the frequency pole

we can check the pilots transmitter flag on the runway before
turning on.

4. No landings or takeoffs from pit area or taxiways.

S. Observe all AMA safty rules.

4. FAA Rule 288 ft. MAX altitude MUST be cbserved at ALL times.
?.hk*ow passes or flying over crowds or pits.

8. All frequencies police themselves.

?. Pilots must stand ajacent to runway when flying.
