They
did not commit tc when this zone would be established. | was asked to send
another letter to the City requesting a 75 foot buffer zone as a reconsideration
from the original request. | refuse to send another letter to the City [ Mr.
Andervich ) on this issue untill receive one from the City informing us as to the
size of the buffer zone they will provide and when they will provide it.

As you can see by this message we are back to square one with no future plan. |
can not see a solution in the near future, until the City provides a better
environment to secure. A better environment would consist of fenced field with a
gate at both ends and an official City sign with all the safety rules 22—
regulations posted at the field. Let's have these rules posted as LA, City Pa.x
rules and not Valley Fiyer rules.

Mr. Dave Peltz AMA vice president, wrote a letter to Mr. George Green, general
manager of radio station KABC, regarding the behavior of the traffic helicopter
plot in flying over the model airport. Mr. Peltz also suggested a meeting with
Mayor Bradley concerning the current conditions at the field.
