Stephan Cohen:  Stephan lives in Los Angeles and joined Valley Flyers in 
January.  He operates Nusa furniture (www.nusafurniture.com) and tells me 
the firm is “designing and importing high-end contemporary furniture from 
Bali.  I sell primarily to interior decorators and architects.  I also have a 
major modeling hobby, which is quite expensive to maintain.
