1. George Finch mentioned that the field will be closed this Thursday
(8/4) for filming of the show “Crossing Jordan.”

2. George: Has gotten wonderful feedback on our recent “night fly”,
we will look into having another one the Saturday after the
Helicopter event.

3. George: Roy Snyder donated some equipment to the Valley Flyers,
some of the equipment will be used for our training program and
the rest will be auctioned off at the August general meeting.

4. Jason Pakfar mentioned that we should look into having some
more interesting events, not just races.

It was decided that Sam will make changes to the sign to
include aircraft that weigh one pound or less are to use the electric
area, but that those over one pound are to use the main runway.

12. Sam made a motion to replace the current tattered and torn wind
sock at the field. It was unanimously accepted. Follow Up: Video
Vic replaced the wind sock the following day with the AMA wind
sock that we had in the VF container. Thanks Vic!

13. Sam made a maotion to give out free water on behalf of The Valley
Flyers to everyone at the field at the race this weekend, it was
accepted and Sam will make up a sign & pick up the water.

15. Sam: The Club has been invited to participate in the “Festival of
Flight” at the California Science Center that is coming up in
October. Sam thought it would be a good idea to participate as it
would give the Club an opportunity to reach out to the local
community, to young people interested in airplanes and aviation,
and that it would be fun. It was decided that we need to check
and see what kind of vendors will be there and George also stated
that one of the two days conflicts with the Valley Flyer Barbeque.
Sam will contact someone about the event to get more info.

Safe And Fun-Fly Field Re-Opening Procedure
By Bob Smith, CD

As a seasoned Contest Director for the Valley Flyers, | recommend
the following steps to be taken in the process of re-opening the
field to general public flying at the close of an event. Other CD’s might
have their own approaches, but I'm suggesting this to new CD’s of the
club.

1. It is a very good idea to have the existing frequency control poles
covered in some form. The last thing you want is a pilot just
arriving, not knowing there is an event, sticking is flag in a frequency
slot on the pole and turning on their radio system.

2. Obviously, always have a frequency impound table and frequency
boards.

3. Set an approximate time for the event to end. You can end sooner,
due to lack of participation, but ending later is not recommended.
(non event pilots will be asking what this time is going to be, all day).

4. Approximately 5 — 10 minutes before the closure time, freeze the
impound area from checking out any more frequencies.
This is very critical. Your objective is to clear the flight line of
pilots flying under impound frequency control.

5. Let all the event-entered pilots taking that last flight complete their
flight. Observe what frequencies are in the air (go to or radio the
flight line manager if you have to) just in case someone that is ready
to take a public flight, gets a little anxious at the flag pole area.

6. Once the last planes have shut down their radio systems, announce
the re-opening of the field to public flying, using the PA system!

| find this to be the most stressful portion of an event but the most
important management issue. Good luck in your CD adventures!

How to Figure the Frequency of Your Channel Number

You have to be 21 to drink a beer in the state of California. And in
most casinos in Las Vegas, you need to know the number 21 as
well to drink your beer at a Black Jack table. But you don’t need to be
21, only to remember the number 21 when you want to easily convert
channel numbers to frequencies.

With the popularity of the ever-decreasing-in-price frequency monitors
and scanners on the market, it seems as everyone is showing up with
them at the field these days. Often, folks take the time to program the
72 MHz (MegaHertz) band into their units or have one of the types that
have the channels pre-assigned.

However, there may be a time you need to figure out quickly what
frequency of the 72 MHz band corresponds to a particular channel.
While this is usually indicated on the Channel Number sticker on the
radio it self but occasionally this is not the case, especially now that the
selectable transmitters becoming increasingly popular. Furthermore,
some newbies often show up at the field with the sticker rubbed off or
otherwise missing from their hand-me-down transmitters.

The channels are divided evenly at 20 kHz (.020 MHz) spacing starting
at 72.01 MHz with channel 11 and incrementing to and including
channel 60 at 72.99 MHz. One may try to memorize his channel. For
example, I've tried to commit to memory channel 32 is 72.43 MHz but
that is not very effective. As soon as | fly on a different channel, | tend
to forget that channel as well as the one | previously used.

Helpful is to have a lookup chart like the one shown here. Feel free to
photo copy it and tape it to your scanner or flight box. In the process
of constructing and formatting the chart to fit into small spaces, |
discovered a relatively simple way to figure the frequency without the
need to have handy, memorize, or reconstruct the chart.

The table above shows each Channel numbers assigned to the

72 MHz Air Band and each one’s associated frequency in MHz.

The frequency is read as 72.XX MHz where XX is the two digit
number to the right of the channel on the table.

You are always looking for fwo digits. You will append these two digits
to the right of “72.” So if your calculation comes out to a single digit,
put a zero in the front or you'll be looking for a frequency that is
unassigned. Note that all the two digit values are odd. Peculiar? Not
really, since they start at an odd number, 01, and increment evenly, it's
like counting by twos as 1, 3, 5, 7 for example.

Once you do a few, the “21 method” will stick in your head and it will
be there the next time you are wondering, “What frequency is this
channel?” Just double your channel number and subtract 21. For me
to do this quickly in my head, | think of subtracting 20 from the doubled
number, then subtract one. It's just easier for me to think that way.

This simple formula is easily demonstrated by a few examples: Say you
are flying on channel 34. To get the frequency, Double 34 to get 68.
Now simply subtract 21. (Yes, you always subtract 21.) So 68-21=47.
Therefore we conclude that Channel 34 is 72.47 MHz. Look it up...
we are right on!

Try another: Channel 51: 51+51 is 102 minus 21 is 81. Simple: 72.81

One more example, Channel 11: Double it to get 22 minus 21 equals 1.
Easy one to calculate; but now remember: you always want two digits
after the 72. So the frequency your scanner should get programmed to
is 72.01 MHz.

Well, then, you may ask... If this is so darn simple... Now that | can
find what frequency I'm transmitting on; say, for example, that my
scanner is picking up a signal on 72.67 MHz and | want to know what
channel that is. Simple. It works in reverse too. Add 21 and divide it
in half. 67+21=88. So it would appear that someone is on Channel 44.
Get it? Easy!

Future Radio Frequency (RF) Articles: Many club members have
been generating good discussions on RCU (RC Universe) about third IM
interference and receiver Automatic Gain Control (AGC) and how it may
affect your model's do-dads in the sky, especially near the ground.
Crediting some of the researchers and preachers of the technological
truisms, | plan to publish some of their findings next month and show
you an easy way to find out which channel is susceptible to getting
dinged with the right geometry of transmitters/receivers by two other
channels. i.e. When and where “radio hits” are more likely to happen.

Those of you who think that the pilot pad spacing at the flight line was
only for the radios of yesteryear, stay tuned. The spectrum analyzer
doesn't lie.

For this month, however, feel free to transmit this trick to all of your
receptive friends and fellow modelers. Remember, “Double your
channel number and subtract 21.”

Editor’s Note:

To quickly figure out any frequency in the band, all you need to do is
double the channel number and subtract 21. That's it. Since the
spacing is linear, it works with all channels.
