The Charging stations have been a great success.  This is what 
they looked like a few Sundays ago before 9:00 AM. 
 

 
 
Thanks to Dave Sweeny and Willie Gardner , the club has 
purchased and installed a second Solar Panel. This will allow us 
to install a second set of 15-port charging Jacks.  It will also 
make us less dependant on noisy generators during club 
events. 
 
The pilot barriers passed their very first test at the Giant scale 
fun fly.  An out of control Jet on Takeoff slammed into one of 
the Pilot Barriers Dave and Willie made just a few weeks back.  
The barrier suffered some damage but it did not allow the 
airplane to get too far into the pilots pad.

 After Harvey and Barry failed to get the rules signs 
made and installed, I was proud of my ability to pick the 
correct persons to get the job done just at the end of my two 
years as president of the club.  However, apparently flying 
model airplanes and helicopters has made most pilots illiterate, 
as the Rules are being ignored.  For instance: 
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I observed one of our Nationally recognized pilots 
flying his helicopter over the center grass from the 
pits. 
The same is true for a National record holder. 
I saw a helicopter pilot I didn’t recognize do the same 
thing except he lost control and the wind took his 
helicopter into the pit row trees where it shattered 
into parts that rained down on a poor soul who was 
trying to fix his plane on a pit row table.  My guess is 
that an average of 10 helicopters a day are flown 
from the pits and in the wrong area.  The idea for the 
new helicopter area was the trees would protect the 
pits from the South and both the helicopters pilots 
and the aircraft pilots would not be in the other’s 
flight area. 
At the other end, electric pilots are also ignoring the 

rules.  The North area is for Park Flyers, not all electrics.  
There is a one pound limit with all other planes to be flown 
east of the western edge of the runway.  Again, the idea is to 
only have airplanes to the West that are slow and light.  Now 
we have souped up electric jets flying at over 50mph back and 
forth over the pit grass and over the heads of pilots standing 
at the pilot’s stations.  The idea of dividing up the field was 
safety and the accommodation of flying models using new 
technology.  I got shouted at for flying a 44 inch wingspan 2 
pound electric 3D plane East of the runway for being in the 
wrong spot. 

The rule breakers also include a 120 powered 3D 
airplane that the pilot insists on hovering over pilot’s heads 
and over the infield grass.  It happened to me when I was 
taxiing in the center taxiway with a student. 

Anyhow, during Chuck Gould’s family problems, his 
wife has broken bone(s), I have agreed to provide training 

coordination.  We need additional instructors.  Dave Hendrex’s 
Hobby People schedule makes it hard for him to keep 
appointments, Mike Lipsey’s new job with what is apparently a 
buggy computer network and his growing family, have cut into 
his training time, and Vic being Vic means that the limited 
training that Sam Gingo does is not enough to fill up the slack.  
The Club has plenty of donated trainers so you don’t need to 
feel bad if initially you cannot save a student’s mistakes.  
Instructors have to learn through experience also, which 
reminds me, Crash stuffed another student’s plane. 

Some of the Club’s radio systems have gone missing 
so if you have one or more, please let me know.  Currently, I 
am training using a donated Kadet LT-40 with Jacques Toselli’s 
Magnum .61 4-stroke, my Spektrum DX-7 and a Horizon 
donated JR as a trainer box.  It has an endurance of about 30 
minutes at normal training throttle settings and the student 
never has to wait for a frequency.  If you would like to recover 
the fuselage of a Right Flyer Mark II, let me know and I will 
furnish it and all the covering needed from the Foundation’s 
stock of unsold covering material.  The original covering on 
them didn’t stick too well.
