Dear Turbine Waiver Holder, 

 

On August 12, 2007, the AMA Executive Council 

approved changes to the turbine waiver 

application process recommended by the AMA 

Safety Committee. To review the specific 

changes, please access the Safety Regulations for 

Model Aircraft Gas Turbines on our website or 

contact me for a hardcopy. 

 

The following provides an overall summary of the 

changes: 

 

Any past references to a notarization 

process, either explicit or implied, have 

been removed. 

 

Waiver application process for fixed and 

rotary wing aircraft has been streamlined.  

 

The renewal process for fixed wing 

waivers was removed. Once obtained, the 

waiver remains in effect unless revoked 

for cause or if your membership lapses for 

more than one year. 

 

A process for temporary suspension was 

added to the waiver removal/revocation 

process. The purpose of this section is to 

allow a means to identify operational or 

safety issues, on an individual waiver 

holder basis, which can be addressed 

without undergoing a complete 

reapplication process. 

 

These changes attempt to reflect the overall 

effort that has been made within the turbine 

community to act responsibly and to effectively 

police their activity. This should also help ease 

some of the current Contest Director work loads 

in the field as well as headquarter staff.
